Hand prayer This prayer uses the hand, held high, as a visual image.
The thumb is closest to us, reminds us to pray for those closest to us, family and those
sitting near us in church. The pointing finger reminds to pray for those who point the way,
our clergy, teachers, children’s and youth workers. The middle finger, the tallest, reminds us
to pray for those in authority, leaders of the nation etc. The_ring finger, a weak finger,
reminds us to pray for those in need, the weaker members of society and the smallest finger
reminds us to pray for ourselves.
